II Security： Problems of Nuclear Deterrence 

Risks due to 

accidents and AI

Security ≠ National security

The consequences of the use of nuclear weapons spread globally, beyond national 

borders, and affect individual security, health, and survival in both nuclear and non-

nuclear weapons states

As long as nuclear weapons exist, no one can guarantee 
that they will never be used.

Introduction of emerging technologies into nuclear weapons systems 

⇒ Amplifies the risk of unintended use of nuclear weapons

Integrated Deterrence

⇒ Blurred the threshold of nuclear weapons
