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Candle stand
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The cande stand which Pope Francis used for the votive candie was spacially created by the
Roman Curia for his visit. The stand is 120cm tall and made of siiver-plated copper, with a medal
of the emblem of the Pope Francis in the center, and a candie holder imitating three sails with &
relief of "PAX" (‘peace” in Latin) st the top.
